A large number of manpower is being deployed fur the election process.
Election duty invelves time-bound assignments in unfamiliar surroundings.
Therefore, ensuring the welfare of all those involved in the electoral process an
important aspect in (he smoolt 2l successful conduct of elections.

2) A scheme for payment of ex-gralia compensation to the personnel
entrusted with election duty is in force in the State since 2006. The scheme
covers cases of death, permanent and partial disabilities of the election
personnel. Also, election personnel are cligible for an immediale (inancial

assistance of an amount of '25.000/- or its part, considering the nalure of the

zation due to accident

case, as an immediate assistance in the event of hospit:

or hearl attack or cerebral stroke curing the course of election duty.



3) For ensuring that the above assistance reaches those affected, formal
arders of posting for election duty should be issued by the District Election
Officer/Elecloral Registration Officer concerned.

4) In order 1o ensure that this scheme works effectively, il is decided to
evolve a District Level Mechanism under the control of the District Election
Officers for locking after the welfare of the manpawer deployed for the clection
duty.

5) This mechanism will

Ll Ensure the welfare of all the personnel deployed in the
District from the date of cdeclaration of election till the

election process is over.

(it) Provide basic amenities at the distributing/receiving centers
such as availability of drinking water, proper puidance,
health care tacility, ste.

, [iii)  Act as a helping hand for those in need, while on duty.

6) There will be a Nodal Officer al the District level who is appointed by
lhe District Election Officer rom amaong the District level Officers, preferably
F&n"D:szﬂct Medical Officer. He will be responsible for the welfare of all the
persormel deployed in the Districl for election duty. He will supervise the
activities for the wellfare measures in the District by co ordinating the Officers
entrusted at the LAC level and Polling Station Level. The Nodal Officer will
exlend assistancc to avail ex-gralia payment, in the cvent of unlortunate
oceurrence of incidents, A meeting of the hospital aulhorities in the District
(both Governmenl and Private) to be chaired by the Distriel Election Officer will
be convened by the Nodal Officer. The hospital authoerities should be requested
to extend all possible assistance to the polling personnel during their duty in
the evenl of ernergeney.

7) There will be a Co-ordinmior at LAC level appointed by the District
Election Officer from among the Officers in the Taluk or nearby places. 1le will
identity the hospitals (both Governmen( and Private) in the LAC and categorise
inte primary, minor and major hospitals. He will also ldentity the Wellare

Officers at Polling Station Level. He will extend all assistance (o the welfure

Officers to provide amenities to the personnel at the distributlon and receiving
centres and polling stations, National Service Scheme volunteers can he

cngaged to assist the weltare olficers at the polling locations.



8) The Wellare Officers at thc Polling Stations will be posted by the
Electoral Registration Officer concerned on the recommendation of the Co
ordinator from among the local Booth Level Officers or Officers residing in the
locality. ‘There will be one Welfare Officer for every three Polling Station
Locations. This could be CDPO / Supervisor from Social Welfare Department.
They will ensure that the basic amenities at the Polling Stations such as
drinking water facility, availability of food, shelter and toilet facility, health carc
facilily, elc. with the assistance of the Nalional Service Scheme volunteers. The
District Election Officer will provide sufficient funds for carrying out welfare
measures. The Presiding Officers will be provided with an information chart
containing the names and contact numbers of the Welfare Officer, Sectoral
Officer, LAC Level Co ordinator, District Nodal Officer for Welfare, Assistant
Returning Officer, Returning Officer, District Election Officer and one or two
experts in clection process.

ORDER
The Election Commission of India has advised that reasonable and generous
compensation for funilies of polling personnel in the cvent of their death/injury while on
election duty is essential.
The matter has been cxamined and Government hereby direct that the [ollowing
financial assistance will be provided to the bereaved families of the deceased persomnel/
personnel who sustain injury while on election duty.:

a. Ex-gratia amount to be paid to the family
of the deceased personnel engaged on election duty Rs.1.50 lakh
b. 'Permanent incapacitation involving 2 limbs or 2 eyes
Rs.1.00 lakh
G Lossof | imborleye . Rs.50,000/-
d. Permanent total disablement fror injuries other than Rs.1.00 lakh
those mentioned above
e. Permanent partial disablement % of Rs.1.00 lakh in terms of %
as per General Tnsurance table of
compensation.

The expenditure in this regard shall be debitable to the head of account, to
which the cxpenditure on Lok Sabha Elections, simultancous Elections or the Legislalive
Assembly Elections, as the case may be .

3. The payment will cover any mishap occurred during the entire period of election
duty connccted with polling. A person is to be treated on election duty as soon as he/she
leaves his/her residence/ottice to report for any election related duty including traming and
until he/she reaches back his/her residence/office after performance of histher election
related duty. If any mishap takes place during this period. it should be treated as having
occurred on election duty subject to condition that there should be a casual connection
